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New Construction Brackets

The KlipLock new-construction bracket
makes prewire installations easier by
reserving the proper space for Origin
loudspeakers to be installed after drywall has
beeninstalled. All KlipLock brackets function
the same regardless of size or shape.

This is a manual for all models of both round
and rectangular brackets.

Why a New Construction Bracket?

The two primary reasons for using a new-
construction bracket are:

1. To define the precise location for the
speaker and thereby determine exactly
where wires are required to be run.

2. To indicate to the drywall installer the exact

shape and size of the hole to
be cut in order to install the
speakers at a later date.

Assembling the Bracket

Origin rectangular KlipLock
brackets are shipped with
two wings that can attach to

center frame. The wings on
these brackets will span a

standard stud bay at 16-inch
on-center. Extra long wings
are available to span 24-inch
on-center studs.

any of four positions on the {m
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Brackets for round speakers ship with wings to span ceiling joists at
24-inch on-center.

Clip the bracket wings into place. They can be oriented in several
different positions depending on the bracket designated for the specific
speaker model. Most installations will require the wings to be directly
opposite each other on the center frame. (Figure 1) However, there
will be some installations that will require the wings to be attached in
other configurations. Some brackets also offer the ability to attach the
center frame directly to the studs or ceiling joist. (Figure 2)

The wings clip into place by lining up the tabs and grooves and
simply pressing them into place. If additional pressure is needed, we
recommend placing the center frame on a solid flat surface and using
both hands to apply even pressure to engage the wings. The wings can
be detached and reattached as needed.

Installing the Bracket

Once the bracket has been assembled, it is now just a matter of
attaching the bracket to the studs or ceiling joists. This can be done
with nails, screws or staples. Make sure adequate space is left around
the edge of the center frame for either the SpringLock™ dogs (Composer
Collection), ZipClips™ (Director Collection) or standard dogs (Producer
Collection). 3 of an inch will allow appropriate clearance for all of
these mounting systems.

This location is now ready for drywall installation.
